Overview

The Brontë Society is seeking a freelance museum professional to develop two temporary exhibitions at the Brontë Parsonage Museum. The museum is open most of the year and annually receives approximately 80,000 visitors from around the world. It includes the house where Charlotte, Emily and Anne lived and wrote Jane Eyre, Wuthering Heights and The Tenant of Wildfell Hall.

Two Temporary Exhibition Spaces to be redisplayed
The Curator and Librarian are currently working on a major collections audit scheduled for completion at the end of 2008. They are therefore unable to concentrate on exhibition development in Charlotte’s Room and the Bonnell Room.

Charlotte’s Room is in the original part of the house. It is changed each January during our ‘Closed Period’. The new exhibition’s working title is taken from Mrs. Gaskell’s biography The Life of Charlotte Brontë and will open on 1st February 2007.
The Bonnell Room is in a later addition to the house and is changed every two years. The 2007 exhibition’s working title is Making Myths and will open in April 2007.
